2 cautions: Do not permit a pc to escape "invent". Do not
let him do somothing clse (such as see how he is to find if some-
thing is "worse than',

The process dnes not work unless "Invent Something" is workable.
Therefore, to run it, one makes sure firat that the pc knnws -he can
invent something.

The preeess does not work if the pec also does something else.
Ask the pc "what are you dning exactly" now and then and mecke the
pc do only the proceass. A

Patch up any ARC Breaks with "what have I done wrong". And follow
that with "What have you done to mu" to get with motivator and overts
in the scussion.

This is a wonderful process - simple to run and do, with good
results - if it is done right. It is easier to run than ARC Break
Straight Viire.
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
