I wvill not go into what lies above democracy except that

man is trying with his ideologies to solve mainly the problem
of succession. History has seen other government forms weork
far more ideally than those named but in none of these could
one gusrantee succession of the beneficial rule. Thus adherents
all forms of ideclogy can be made to agree that "benign monarchy"
ie an excellent form of governnent But they discard it because

a truly good benign monarch is not necessarily succeeded by one
in the next reign.
